ADMISSION REQUIRMENTS - MASTER DEGREE PROGRAMS

Any person holding the baccalaureate degree or its equivalent from an accredited college or university is
eligible to apply for admission to the course of study leading to the Master of Divinity degree.

Any person holding the baccalaureate degree from an accredited college or university is eligible to apply for
admission to the Master of Arts in Christian Education (2 year) degree program. Prospective students
who hold a Master of Divinity degree from an accredited institution maybe eligible for the Master of Arts in
Christian Education (1 year) program.

June 15™M is the recommended deadline to apply for the Fall term. December 15% is the recommended deadline to
apply for the Spring term.

2. College professor or employer

If unable to obtain a reference from a professor or an employer, an acquaintance reference may be substituted.
Forms for this purpose are provided with this application. Persons writing on your behalf should send their
letters to you in sealed envelopes with their signature over the seal for inclusion in your admission packet or
envelope.

U  Official Transcripts from all colleges/universities attended beyond high school.
